PEER GROUP LEARNING -  DEPT OF CHEMISTRY

learning on the topic Markovnikov’s rule for II B. Sc Hons
(Chemistry) students.T. Shanthi, II B.Sc Hons (Chemistry),
explained about Markovnikov’s rule of alkenes addition reactions
in this the peer group learning method on 14-10-2025. Nearly 11
students were participated in this activity. 
 Markovnikov's rule is a principle in organic chemistry that
predicts the product of an addition reaction of a protic acid (like
(HCl)) to an unsymmetrical alkene. It states that the hydrogen
atom will add to the carbon atom of the double bond that
already has more hydrogen atoms, and the halide (or other
electronegative group) will attach to the carbon atom with
fewer hydrogen atoms (i.e., the more substituted carbon). 



The Department of English organized a guest lecture on “Errors
in the Usage of English Language” on October 31, 2025.
